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Physical Plant Maintenance Tedious, But Effective

This past spring, we were hard at work
with repairs and renovations as well as
preparing the house for the annual
Commencement & Reunion exercises.

During spring break, while most
brothers were on vacation or visiting
home, the kitchen and bathroom of the
basement suffered an attack from a
potentially hazardous mold. With the help
of a contractor and the tireless support of
Cameron Sharman "11 and Alex Spinoso
’08, we managed to rid the basement of
the mold and prevent its growth. This old
house has been host to scores of classes of
brothers, and unfortunately signs of wear
are becoming more frequent and more
pronounced. Early this spring, during
snowmelt, parts of the basement
periodically became inundated with
standing water, because portions of the
patio were no longer watertight. However,
the "11 class diligently stayed on top of
their cleanup duties to ensure that the
standing water would not facilitate
increased mold growth or physical
deterioration. To further improve the
condition of the basement, we asked
Dartmouth’s FO&M team to assist us in
replacing all of the overhead lights in the
basement. With several brand new
fluorescent fixtures, the basement looks
much more inviting and clean.

For our annual lock-in, the entire
brotherhood worked to improve the
condition and aesthetics of the house’s
interior and exterior. The carpet was
steam-cleaned, the basement stairs were
re-treaded, composites from the 08 class
were hung, windows were replaced, etc.
With everyone’s contributions toward a
multitude of different projects, the
appearance of the house increased
dramartically. Moreover, several brothers
volunteered to stay an extra week after
spring courses ended to help clean and
organize the house for commencement
and reunions. We thank these brothers for
their hard work and determination to
make the house presentable and
welcoming for alumni and their families.

During the summer, we continued the
repairs and maintenance of our physical
plant. The frequent Hanover Summer rain
showers caused water to seep down into
the basement and create excess moisture

that risked mold growth.
We also replaced the
broken basement fan with a
new one, which ensured
heavy airflow through the
basement to reduce
moisture. The house also
acquired a dehumidifer to
combat airborne moisture.
In addition, we bleach-
scrubbed walls and ceilings
in both the basement and
the bathroom to control the
mold, and painted over
significant portions of the
basement floor and walls with anti-mold
product.

Brothers also worked to improve the
exterior appearance of the house, by
removing stray weeds and bushes in the
parking lot, back of the house, and the
front yard. In addition, four dying cedar
trees were removed from our yard to
provide a better view of the house and
improve aesthetics.

For the summer lock-in, the brothers
of the Tri-Kap Class of 2011 worked hard
to leave the house better than they found
it. Bruce Williamson *74 helped hire his
company Domus to replace the drywall in
the boiler room and seal the patio leaks
that contributed to basement flooding.
Subsequently, we hired a local service to
completely sanitize the basement with
superheated steamers and anti-microbial
solutions. The College was extremely
pleased with the work we had done with
the basement, and we are taking care of
the house to the best of our abilities.
